SUBJECT: WOUND VAC DEVICES

Due to the increase in the number of requests for wound vac devices, and in an effort to
facilitate their approval and placement by AmeriHealth’s Care Management and
Coordination (CMC) Department, wound vacs will now be handled exclusively as a
separate authorization. Thiswill eliminate the need for SNFs to establish out-of-contract
arrangements with AmeriHealth in order to receive reimbursement for the additional
costs of the wound vac device.

Separate pre-authorization for the wound vac devices will be issued by AmeriHealth’s
CMC department to a participating AmeriHealth Durable Medical Equipment (DME)
provider. The wound vac device will continue to be subject to the same CMC medical
necessity criteria.
