SUBJECT: END DATE OF HIPAA TRANSACTIONS AND CODE SETS  
 CONTINGENCY PLAN  
 
Effective May 26, 2005, AmeriHealth will no longer accept electronic transactions 
submitted in proprietary formats.  As of this date, non-HIPAA compliant electronic claim 
transactions will be rejected.   
 
As you know, the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA) 
mandated compliance for electronic claim transactions by October 16, 2003.  
AmeriHealth following guidance published by the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid 
Services (CMS), developed a contingency plan that would permit us to continue to accept 
local proprietary formats for a reasonable period of time.    
 
The contingency plan was developed to give providers and/or their trading partners ample 
time to become fully compliant by converting from the UB-92 electronic format to the 
HIPAA-compliant ANSI X12 837 Institutional Claims Transaction.

In addition, effective in the third quarter of 2005, electronic claims submitted to 
AmeriHealth will receive priority processing over paper claims.
