In addition to the preapproval requirements listed above, you should contact AmeriHealth for certain categories of treatment so you will know prior to administering 
treatment whether it is a covered service. This applies to network providers and patients who elect to receive treatment provided by non-network providers. The 
categories of treatment (in any setting) include:

any surgical procedure that may be considered potentially cosmetic;▪▪
any procedure, treatment, drug, or device that represents "new or emerging technology";▪▪
services that might be considered experimental/investigative.▪▪

PENALTIES: It is the network provider's responsibility to obtain preapproval for the services listed. Members are held harmless from financial penalties if the network 
provider does not obtain preapproval.
