Metered-Dose Inhaler With a Spacer

Shake the inhaler,
remove the inhaler
cap, and place the
mouthpiece of the
inhaler into the spacer.

Remove the cap
from the spacer.

Hold the inhaler upright
with the mouthpiece at
the bottom.

Tilt your head back
slightly and breathe out
slowly and completely.

Place the spacer’s
mouthpiece in
your mouth.

Press down on the
inhaler to spray one
puff of medicine into
the spacer and then
start breathing in
slowly (press first,
then breathe in). Then
hold your breath for 10
seconds, to give the
medicine time to settle
in your lungs.

If you need to take a
second dose, wait
30 to 60 seconds

to allow the inhaler
valve to refill.

To get started using your
metered-dose inhaler (MDI),
talk with your health
professional to be sure that
you are using your MDI
correctly. It might help if
you practice using it in front
of a mirror. Use the inhaler
exactly as your health
professional has prescribed.

Using a spacer with an
MDI is the most efficient
way to get the most
medication to your lungs.

If you are using a
corticosteroid inhaler, rinse
your mouth out with water
after use. Do not swallow
the water. Swallowing the
water will increase the chance
that the medication will get
into your bloodstream. This
may increase the side effects
of the medication.

Some powder may
build up on the inhaler,
but it is not necessary to
clean the inhaler every day.
Occasionally rinse the spacer
or mouthpiece, cap, and case.
